Step 1:

- Select the Cubase preset

- Open Cubase
- Click on Devices->Device Setup...
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Step 3:

- Press the +sign and add Generic Remote
- Select D400 as MIDI Input and as MIDI Output
- PressImport and select the file CubaseGenericPresetD400.xml
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Step 4

- Press the +sign and add Mackie Control
- Select D400 as MIDI Input and as MIDI Output
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Step 5: (optional)

- If you want to connect more than one extension, you should redo step 4 but
select D400 (2) as MIDI Input and as MIDI Output
